The parties further agree that if the defendant(s) does not comply with the terms of this STIPULATED AGREEMENT, the plaintiff(s) may file an affidavit of noncompliance under ORS 105.146(4).  The court may then issue a judgment for immediate restitution of premises, costs, disbursements, and prevailing party or attorney fees.  To contest the affidavit of noncompliance and delay expiration of the notice of restitution period or execution upon the judgment of restitution, the defendant(s) may request a hearing prior to issuance of a writ of execution of judgment of restitution.

The court shall enter a judgment dismissing the plaintiff’s action in favor of the defendant without assessment of costs, disbursements, prevailing party fees or attorney fees against either party, except as provided in the order, and without further notice to either party upon receipt of a writing signed by the plaintiff showing compliance with or satisfaction of the order; or twelve months following entry of the order.
