YOU ARE REQUIRED TO READ THIS NOTICE FORM AND TO PROVIDE THE INFORMATION REQUESTED.  BEFORE YOU SIGN THIS FORM, MAKE SURE THAT YOU UNDERSTAND THE SEX OFFENDER REPORTING REQUIREMENTS IN SECTION 1 AND THE PENALITIES FOR FAILING TO REPORT IN SECTION 2.
Section 1.  Reporting Requirements (ORS 181.809)
ORS 181.809 requires that a person found to be within the jurisdiction of the juvenile court under ORS 419C.005, or found by the juvenile court to be responsible except for insanity under ORS 419C.411, for having committed an act that, if committed by an adult, would constitute a felony sex crime report as a sex offender and continue to do so, unless and until (a) the juvenile court adjudication for the act constituting the felony sex crime is reversed or vacated, or (b) the juvenile court enters an order relieving the person of the obligation to report.

Your reporting requirements are, as follows:  
· Initial report -- Not later than 10 days after the date on which you are 
[__] discharged, released, or placed on probation or other form of supervised or conditional release,

[__] discharged or otherwise released from a correctional facility,
you must report, in person, to the Department of State Police, a city police department, or a county sheriff’s office.
The date of your discharge is ______________; therefore, you must report by, or before ___________________.

· Reporting after your initial report -- After your initial report, you also must report in person to the Department of State Police, a city police department, or a county sheriff’s office, as follows: 

(a) Within ten (10) days of a change of residence, regardless whether you are homeless or transient;
(b) Once each year within ten (10) days of your birth date, regardless whether you have changed residence;
(c) Within ten (10) days of the first day you work at, carry on a vocation at, or attend an institution of higher education; and
(d) Within ten (10) days of a change in work, vocation, or attendance status at an institution of higher education.
Section 2.  Criminal Penalties for a Youth Offender’s Failure to Report  (ORS 181.812) 

· A person who has knowledge of the reporting requirements described in SECTION 1 commits the crime of failure to report as a sex offender, if the person:

(a) Fails to report as required; 

(b) Fails to provide complete and accurate information;

(c) Fails to sign the sex offender registration form as required; OR

(d) Fails to submit to fingerprinting or to having a photograph taken of the person’s face, identifying scars, marks, or tattoos.

· The crime of failure to report as a sex offender is a Class C felony punishable by up to 5 years imprisonment and a $125,000 fine, if the person: 
(a) Failed to make the initial report to an agency; 

(b) Failed to report when the person works at, carries on a vocation at, or attends an institution of higher education;

(c) Failed to report following a change of school enrollment or employment status, including enrollment, employment, or vocation status at an institution of higher education;

(d) Moved to a new residence and failed to report the move and the person’s new address; OR
(e) Failed to sign the sex offender registration form as required.

· The crime of failure to report as a sex offender is a Class A misdemeanor punishable by up to 1 year imprisonment and a $6,250 fine, if the person: 

(a) Failed to make an annual report;
(b) Failed to provide complete and accurate information; OR

(c) Failed to submit to fingerprinting or to having a photograph taken of the person’s face, identifying scars, marks, or tattoos.
