ADMISSIONS TO PETITION/MOTION FOR GUARDIANSHIP

 do not contest the allegations set forth in the Petition/Motion for guardianship.  In admitting or not contesting the Petition/Motion I understand and agree as follows: 

1. The Indian Child Welfare Act (ICWA) provisions  FORMCHECKBOX 
 do not apply to my child because my child is not an Indian Child within the meaning of ICWA (25 USC §§ 1901 et. Seq) OR  FORMCHECKBOX 
 ICWA applies to my child because my child is an Indian Child within the meaning of the Act.
2. I understand that if this guardianship is permanent, this means only the guardian may request a hearing to vacate or dismiss this order of guardianship. 

3. I understand and agree that by making these admissions or in declining to contest what is alleged in the Petition/Motion for guardianship, I agree that those allegations are true or could be proven in court by a preponderance of the evidence, or by clear and convincing evidence if the guardianship is permanent; or if the provisions of the Indian Child Welfare Act apply, by clear and convincing evidence or beyond a reasonable doubt if the guardianship is permanent. 

4. I understand by agreeing to this order of guardianship I am waiving or giving up my right to a trial on the Petition/Motion to establish guardianship, and the obligation of the state or moving party to prove the allegations of the Petition/Motion, including my right to confront and question the witnesses called to testify, the right to call witnesses on my own behalf, and the right to testify under oath on my own behalf.  
5. I understand that my waiver of the right to a trial means that I consent to the entry of an order and judgment establishing       as the guardian(s) for my child, as evidenced by my signature below.  
6. I understand by my agreement I believe it is in the best interests of my child that I should not have physical custody of the child but that other parental rights and duties should not be terminated.  
7. I understand my child will continue as a ward of the Court, with legal custody and guardianship to the guardians, and the children will no longer be in the legal custody and guardianship of the DHS.

8. I have discussed this with my attorney as much as I need to in order to make this decision, and I am satisfied with the help and legal advice I have received by my attorney(s).  No one has made any threats or promises to force me to do this against my will.
