NOTICE TO LAW ENFORCEMENT

The court may continue, terminate or change the order at that hearing.

· If you do not ask for a hearing within 30 days of service, the order will stay in place for one year, unless the court changes it.

· If you violate this order, you may be arrested.  You may also be held until you pay the security amount listed above and promise to appear in court.
· This order is issued by the Juvenile Court.  It is not a Family Abuse Prevention Act restraining order.
