Chief Justice Order (CJO) No. 11-027 established certain collection fees effective
July 1, 2011.

A public health and economic emergency exists in the State of Oregon and nationwide
due to the spread of the COVID-19 virus.

A state of emergency has been declared by the Governor of Oregon.

Good cause exists to temporarily authorize waiver or suspension of the collection fees
established by CJO No0.11-027.

| HEREBY ORDER THAT, pursuant to ORS 1.002 and ORS 1.202(3):

Each state court and Judicial Department entity may, for the duration of this order, waive
or suspend the collection fees established by CJO No. 11-027.

This order takes effect immediately and remains in effect until 60 days after the

termination of the state of emergency.
